The International Union of Geological Sciences (IUGS), Initiative on Forensic Geology (IFG) and the Russian Federal
Centre of Forensic Science (RFCFS) will hold a soil forensic and forensic geology knowledge transfer event in
Moscow, on Tuesday 22 October 2013. This will be the first forensic geology event of its kind to be held in the
Russian Federation. IFG is a specialist international working group, established by the IUGS, aimed at promoting and
developing forensic geology.

RFCFS is part of the Ministry of Justice and was formed in 1962 and provides multi-disciplinary forensic services
including soil forensics. The event will be held at RFCFS in Moscow and with representatives from Armenia,
Australian, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Italy, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Northern Ireland, Russia, Scotland, UK, Ukraine and
USA. The main objective of the event will be for the exchange of information, ideas, innovation and discussion of
case studies involving soil forensics and forensic geology.

Presentations will include the historical development of soil forensics, current international status of forensic
geology, soil forensics in Russia, traditional and novel methods and techniques in soil forensics, soil forensics and
forensic geology at crime scenes, methods for the collection, analysis and interpretation of geological trace
evidence, data bases, data management, quality control and quality assurance, the presentation of data, guidance,
protocols and standards, the design, management and delivery of ground searches for burials, challenges ahead and
operational case examples.

The presenters will be highly qualified and experienced forensic geologists and forensic soil scientists, from
academia, consultancy, industry, police, law enforcement, national security, research organisations and government
agencies. From Russia, this event will include representatives from the Ministry of Justice, Ministry of the Interior,
The Investigative Committee of Russia, Federal Security Service and Federal Drug Control Service.
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
