Submission for May 2020

Proceedings for Forensic Geology in Mexico 
IUGS-IFG has produced proceedings, comprising abstracts for the 4th Iberoamerican Seminar on 
Forensic Geology, which was held in Puerto Vallarta, Mexico, in October 2019. This took place in 
association with; Reunion Annual de la Unión Geofísica Mexicana (RAUGM); Universidad Antonio 
Nariño (Colombia); the Brazilian Federal Police and Forensic Geoscience (Italy). A copy of the 
proceedings is available from Dr Laurance Donnelly (IUGS-IFG Chair)  (geologist@hotmail.co.uk) and 
Prof Carlos Martin Molina Gallego (IUGS-IFG Officer for Latin America) (martin.molina@uan.edu.co).

Forensic Geology Soil Collection in Mandarin
